BACKGROUND AND FINDINGS:
This is a straight forward subdivision in the H-1 Zone, it appears to meet most of the zoning
requirements. There are just a couple minor changes that will need to be made by the developer for
approval. First the developer would like to make this subdivision without a new plat, but it does not
meet all the requirements to do this, so staff would like to see this be a new plat.

The City Engineer’s requirements include:

e Installation of approximately 90 feet of 5-foot walk required along Canyon Road.

e  Show building envelope to ensure proposed laterals will service lot.

e Show proposed drive access and compliance with access grades.

e  Bonding estimate shall be completed by Northern Engineering and shall include road cut, sewer
water laterals, sidewalk improvements, etc.
