This Work Session of the City Council of the City of Cedar Hills, having been properly noticed, was called 

to order at 6:09 p.m. by Mayor Richardson. 
 

 Noticed agenda items for this Regular Council Meeting 

 

City Manager Report and Discussion 

 

 Mayor Richardson stated that the contract with Waste Management expires in May 2011. 

Staff has started early to gather information for the contract bid. The City appreciates the 

close ties with Allied Waste and Waste Management. Allied Waste will give a presentation 

today; Waste Management will present at another date. 

 Reece DeMille stated he is the General Manager for Allied Waste, and oversees 11 counties. 

Allied Waste picks up for American Fork, Pleasant Grove, Saratoga Springs, and Lindon. 

Allied has been able to increase the recycling in several cities by using the opt-out program. 

This gives a city more ability to push recycling. Allied works as a partnership with the 

City/Council and puts forth a lot of recycling communication. A green dumpster and 

communication board could be prepared for the City showing how much the City has 

recycled. Allied also participates with schools by giving back dollars for computer purchases 

for every certain number of tons that a school/community recycles. Allied is a national 

company with approximately 27,000 employees with a division out of Pleasant Grove. Allied 

has a great relationship with School and Institutional Trust Land Administration (SITLA) and 

has contributed approximately 2.3 million dollars to SITLA over the past five years. 

Recycling is taken to the North Pointe Solid Waste District who in turn ships it to Rocky 

Mountain Recycling in Salt Lake County. There may be a recovery system built at some 

point on four acres in Pleasant Grove, but it wonôt be a transfer station. There is not a good 

end user for glass recycling in Utah County, but there is some glass recycling in Salt Lake 

County. Allied takes the same items for recycling as Waste Management. Some cities have 

green waste pick-up, and some do not. It is up to the individual city whether they want to 

participate or not.   
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Resolution Adopting Fees 

 

 Greg Robinson stated that instead of itemizing all refund types, a general refund fee was 

created. The City has typically absorbed any previous refund costs. If someone signs up and 

needs a refund that same day, then a fee would not be necessary. Meters have been 

undercharged for awhile. The fee increase is not for installing the meter but for purchasing 

the meter. Staging in the street has been changed and is reflected in the resolution. 

 

Lone Peak Public Safety District Stationing at the Cedar Hills Public Safety Building 

 

 Mayor Richardson stated that he and Konrad Hildebrandt have been discussing ways to 

increase the emergency response time in Cedar Hills, which can make a big difference on 

medical calls. The proposal is to use funds for the purchase and development of a Mobile 

Command Center RV. Sleeping quarters would be in the Command Center. The office would 

be remodeled to make space for living quarters in the basement.  

 Konrad Hildebrandt stated that the Mobile Command Center could also be rented out. If the 

City found a good deal, the City may be able to keep the cost below budget. All of the medics 

are fire-fighting trained.  

 C. Kirk stated that the contract needs to show that if the Mobile Command Center is 

simultaneously needed, use goes to the owner. The City would receive two 24/7 fire 

fighter/medic personnel. This is a great first step in emergency preparedness and will solve 

the emergency response time as well as other issues. 

 C. Martinez stated that there is already fire fighter/medic staff at the Highland Station that 

could be moved to Cedar Hills.  

 

Community Events and Recreation Center (6:40 p.m.) 

 

 Jay Taggart stated that at the previous meeting the Council requested a decrease in the size of 

the building by one-third. This decreased the cost of the building from approximately 2.8 

million to 1.9 million. If decks and a dividing partition are added, the cost would go back up 

to 2 million. The dividing partition is $50,000. Space was taken out of the golf storage area, 

and no tables were lost in the event area. There was one table lost in the café.
