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The City Council recently announced the approval for the development of a beautiful 16,000 square-
foot community events and recreation center in the City of Cedar Hills. The new facility, which will be
located at the current golf course home site, will be built with funds that the City has saved over the
last six years from impact fees, specifically targeted and only legally available to be used for recrea-
tional purposes. There will be no tax increases!

This exciting facility is currently going through a process of initial design and programming, but may
offer such amenities as exercise, cardio, and media rooms and multi-purpose rooms for community
meetings, such as storytelling hours, adult book clubs, gardening/landscaping classes, birthday and
family parties, etc. It will also house the pro shop and cart storage for the Cedar Hills Golf Club, along
with rooms for possibly such programs as dance, aerobics, and yoga, etc.

The building is scheduled to house a spacious events hall, capable of seating 250 people, and will
have beautiful views of the valley for weddings, family reunions, corporate meetings, and party rent-
als, etc. The facility will also include a grill for casual, family dining.

The City also plans to approve initial phases for a Community Recreation/Aquatics Complex (CRAC),
which will be developed and built in phases at a site yet to be determined. The estimated start date of
this development is early 2012.

These two facilities will be places for fitness, leisure, and educational opportumtles which will heIp
define and set apart our community. They will be places R :
where groups can come together and enjoy their time, &
while participating in a multitude of activities. '

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WINTER REMINDERS from Public Works

PLEASE SLOW DOWN: The most important thing that you
can do to make winter driving safer is to slow down! Give
yourself plenty of time to get to your destination and allow
extra stopping distances. The City strives to ensure that the
roads are safe for travel, but road and weather conditions are
continually changing. Be patient, watch for pedestrians, and
drive carefully.

NO PARKING: Keeping the roadway clear of additional vehi-
cles increases the safety for other drivers and reduces ob-
structions during snow removal. If there are too many cars
parked on a road during snow removal operations, the street
may not get plowed due to an increased risk for damage and
collision. Parking on the street is prohibited:

When snow is falling

When there is a visible amount of snow on the street

When street has not been plowed since the last snowfall

Between the hours of 1:00 a.m. to 7:00 a.m., November 1

through March 31
During snow/ice removal
For any continuous period of more than 48 hours

SHOVEL SIDEWALKS: Please make sure that the sidewalks
on and around your property have been shoveled to allow
safe travel for pedestrians. Snow from your sidewalk or drive-
way should not be placed in the road; it should be placed on
your property.

SNOW PLOWS: Please maintain a safe distance from snow
plows. When plows are removing snow, it may create re-
duced visibility behind and next to the plow. When pushing
show or spreading salt, a plow may need to travel slower than
regular traffic — please be patient and give the snow plow op-
erators room to do their job.

STORM WATER MANAGEMENT

Every five years the City is required to update and submit a
Storm Water Management Program to the State of Utah. This
program is a detailed document, which contains information
about the City’s minimum control measures, best manage-
ment practices, storm water quality concerns, and a schedule
for implementing proper storm water management. In addition
to previous requirements, the Environmental Protection
Agency has mandated a number of new provisions to the pro-
gram, which is in its final stages of review and will be pre-
sented to the City Council during its November meeting. Fol-
lowing final review and approval by the Council, the plan will
be submitted to the State prior to the December 1, 2010,
deadline. Citizen input will be received prior to submission to
the State. Questions or comments should be directed to the
Public Works Department at publicworks@cedarhills.org or
801-785-9668.

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Recreation, Parks, Trails Committee

Lone Peak firemen to the rescue
