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Mayor’s Minute

It is hard to believe that another year
has come and gone. They seem to go
faster than when [ was a young man.

Our city is not on a calendar
11 year, but rather a fiscal year that
ends in June, so we are only halfway
10 through this year’s goals. Each year

we have successes and challenges,
and we spell them all out in our State of the City report, which
we usually publish in September; however, the report got de-
layed this year. I hope it will be out soon.

In this newsletter minute I will go over some of our accom-
plishments and some of the challenges we have. One of the
items I campaigned on in 2011 was to be an advocate for the
development of our commercial zone. In addition to your de-
sires to have more places to eat and shop, this development will
help the tax base from the property and sales taxes received. I
am encouraged by the discussions with developers that are tak-
ing place regarding our commercial zone, and I believe we will
have some good news for you in the next year regarding this.

When [ was first elected, our city had over 16 million dol-
lars in debt and about 24% of your property taxes went directly
to the city. We now have slightly more than 14 million dollars
in debt, and only 19% of your property taxes go to the city.
Your total property taxes have gone up over the last decade
because of the tremendous growth in our city, the county, and
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particularly in Alpine School District.
Because of this I wanted to make sure
the portion going to our city did not
grow, and [ think we have accom-
plished this. We still have lots to do to
get our city where [ would like it to be,
but this is good progress, and we hope
to keep it going.

I do want you to know that I believe
that running the city is not all about the
numbers and providing the least
amount of services at the lowest possi-
ble prices; it is more about finding that
balance of creating a great quality of life that encourages prop-
erty values to increase, as we all enjoy the amenities of living
in a well-balanced city. However, if we don’t get the numbers
right, then we can’t do any of the things that enhance the quali-
ty of life. This is what I am striving for.

Finally, I want to alert you to an increase in car burglaries in
our city. Please be aware of unknown cars driving up and down
our streets in search of something. It may be friends and rela-
tives looking for your home, but it may not be. If you see some-
thing suspicious, say something.

We Can Make a Difference!

De-icers help remove ice and snow from pavement. Sodi-
um chloride (rock salt) is the most common product be-
cause it’s effective and cheap. However, it is highly corro-
sive and ecologically damaging. Some de-icers are signifi-
cant sources of phosphorous. Always apply de-icing prod-
ucts according to the manufacturer’s instructions. Using a
shovel eliminates ice and snow without harmful chemicals
and provides the added benefit of physical exercise.

Winter On-Street Parking Reminders

Winter is here, and we would like to remind everyone of
the city’s winter parking regulations. Street parking is pro-
hibited between the hours of 1:00am and 7:00am Novem-
ber 1 through March 31 AND when one or more of the
following conditions exist:

* when snow is falling

* when there is a visible amount of snow on the street

* when the street has not been plowed

* during snow/ice removal

Everyone’s cooperation will assist city crews to plow the
streets properly. Also, please make sure that city side-
walks abutting your property have been cleared of snow
and ice. This will provide safer and more convenient trav-
el for pedestrians. Snow from sidewalks or driveways
should not be placed in the street.

Snow and Ice Removal from Streets

The city’s policy regarding snowplowing is that streets
will be cleared according to their priority, beginning when
the street has accumulated a minimum of two inches of
snow, and continuing until driving conditions are consid-
ered adequately safe. Streets
receive priority according to
the volume of traffic, location
near schools or public build-
ings, steepness of grade, col-
lector streets, etc. Typically,
low-volume streets and cul-de-
sacs remain the last to be
plowed. City crews are com-
mitted to provide safe winter =
driving conditions for everyone.

Reminder: Sledding or other activities on the golf course
cause expensive damage to the turf. These types of activi-
ties are not allowed. Please report violations to the city.

The city office will close at noon on December 23 and all
day on December 26 and January 2. There will NOT be a

delay in garbage and recycling services during the weeks
of Christmas Day and New Year’s Day.

Desig-
nated areas within the parking lots will be available for
tree drop off from Tuesday, December 27, through Tues-
day, January 3. Attachments must be removed, including
stands. Flocked trees are NOT accepted, as they are not
recyclable. No other waste, garbage, or commercial
dumping is permitted, as mixed loads will cause signifi-
cant cost increases to the city. With everyone’s consider-
ate compliance, the city will be able to continue this ser-
vice each year.
