CEDAR HILLS – On October 15, 2013 the Cedar Hills City Council adopted a resolution proclaiming 

November 25th – 29
th
 as Family Week. The resolution states that “Cedar Hills recognizes strong families 

are at the center of strong communities and during Thanksgiving week we should take time to honor the 

importance of families and recognize the connections that support and strengthen families year round.  As 

a City, we know that everyone has a role to play in making families successful, including neighborhood 

organizations, businesses, nonprofit agencies, policymakers, and families themselves.” 

National Family Week was first proclaimed in the United States in 1987 and is organized by the Alliance 

for Children and Families. It is largely a public awareness campaign encouraging communities, states, 

and nations to celebrate families. National Family Week is designed to build community connections and 

honor those who strengthen families. 

As part of National Family Week, the Cedar Hills Youth City Council will be hosting games and 

activities for the whole family on Monday, November 25
th
 at 6:00pm. This will be held at the Cedar Hills 

Community Recreation Center located at 10640 N. Clubhouse Drive. Sammy’s Café, which is located 

inside the Community Recreation Center, will be offering a 25% family discount on all orders of four 

meals or more, and will continue to do so every Monday night. Those interested in attending the event are 

encouraged to bring canned food, which will be donated to the Food and Care Coalition. Rocky Mountain 

Power will help sponsor these activities.
